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The Stanwell Perpetual rose from the Lisa Strawn 
Memorial Rose Garden at The Gardens on Havana came 
away with the top award at the Denver Rose Society's 
Autumn Splendor Judged Rose Show on Sunday, Sept 
12, at The Denver Botanic Gardens. The rose was 
named, "Dowager Queen," which is 1st place in the old 
garden rose category for roses introduced prior to 1867. 

Stanwell Perpetual is an old garden rose originally 
introduced in the UK in 1838. It was discovered in a 
garden in Stanwell, UK. It has the habit and leaves of 
Scots roses but more of the repeat flowering 
characteristics of Damask roses. Its light pink, intricate 
blooms flower repeatedly (perpetually) with an 
irresistible old rose fragrance. 

When members of The Denver Rose Society were 
planning the Lisa Strawn Memorial Rose Garden 3 years 
ago, they selected all of their favorite roses for the 
garden. Stanwell Perpetual is the favorite rose of 
DRSconsulting rosarian, Peggy Williams. There are 
seven Stanwell Perpetual rose bushes in Lisa's garden. 
Throughout the spring and summer of 2010, a group of On Havana Street community volunteers carefully and 
lovingly tended the roses in the Lisa Strawn Memorial Rose Garden. They wanted the roses to be in tip-top shape 
for the summer rose garden concert series. The community enjoyed concerts by The Aurora Singers in May, the 
OldSkool Country Rock Band in June, The Smook's Group from the What's Cookin' Jazz Band in July and The 
Aurora Symphony Orchestra's Brass Quintet and an Ice Cream Social in August. 
The Lisa Strawn Memorial Rose Garden is located in the plaza at the east end of Garden Drive (main street) at The 

Gardens on Havana (former Buckingham Square Mall site) at Mississippi & Havana. 
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The Stanwell Perpetual Rose from the Lisa Strawn 

Memorial Rose Garden at The Gardens On Havana won the 

Dowager Queen Award from the American Rose Society.
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
